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Switch off your system and all peripheral devices, and then touch a meta plate on your
computer to discharge any static electricity.

Unplug the power cord from the wall outlet.

Remove the cover of your computer to expose the motherboard and PCI dots.

Find an available PCI dot. Remove the cover plate at the back of the computer to create an

opening for the audio card's jacks. Place the screw aside for later use.

(Only for certain models) Adjust the Line Out/Speaker Out jumper (JP1) as follows:
